• Only motorized boats decorated with lights covering at least 50% of the vessel will be allowed to participate. 

• Check-in at the Augusta Riverfront Marina is REQUIRED between 4pm-5pm, where participants will be given 

numbered positions in the parade for judging and commentating.  

• Boats must comply with all Georgia Boating Laws and Local Regulations.  All participants are expected to have 

their boats decorated and in the water by 5:30pm. 

• Parade speed will be approximately 5 M.P.H.  Keep the Parade dressed, allowing enough distance between 

vessels to make an emergency stop.  Travel the entire Parade route: no cutting corners or changing positions.  

Those entrants who drop out of line early will be disqualified from contest. 

• In the event of hazardous weather conditions, the Parade may be cancelled by Management. If weather conditions 

are questionable, entrants are to call (706) 722-1388 after 2pm for a decision.
