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l. INTRODUCTION
A. OVERVIEW OF TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

About the Metropolitan Planning Organization

The Augusta Regional Transportation Study (ARTS)is a bi-state

Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) covering the Augusta-

Richmond County, GA, and Aiken County, SC,urbanized areas. The

FederalAid HighwayAct of 1962required urbanizedareaswith populationsof 50,0000r more people to
havea cooperative comprehensiveand continuingtransportationplanningprocessn order to qualify for
Federal funding for highway projects. Subsequenttransportation legislation has continued this
requirementand expandedt moderatelyto includeall surfacetransportationprojects. TheART3MPO,as
a federally-designate agency,is responsiblefor makingpolicy about local transportation and deciding
how to spend Federal funds order to completethe transportation planning process.

The ARTSMPOfunctionswithin the AugustaPlanning& DevelopmentDepartment(APDDyand worksin

cooperationwith the GeorgiaDepartmentof Transportation(GDOTjand the SouthCarolinaDepartment
of Transportation (SCDOT)The ARTSplanning area covers approximately 805 square miles with a

population of 460,184 (ACS2013-20175-year estimates)and includes:in Georgia,RichmondCounty,
includingthe Citiesof Hephzibahand Blythe,the Fort GordonMilitary Reservationand parts of Columbia
County,includingthe City of Grovetown;and in South Carolina,parts of Aikenand EdgefieldCounties,
includingthe Citiesof Aiken, North Augusta,New Ellenton,and Burnettowr. An MPO boundary map
(Figure 1) is located on page 2.

The Metropolitan TransportationPlan (MTP)is the official multimodal transportation plan with a 20-to-
30-yearplanninghorizondevelopedand adoptedthroughthe longrange transportationplanningprocess
The MTP can be amendedwhen necessaryfollowing review by MPO committeesand the public, and
approvalby the ARTSolicyCommittee. Projectsmust be in the MTPto be eligible for federal funding
and subsequentl includedin the TransportationimprovementProgram(TIP).All transportation projects
must be: 1) located on the functionally-clasified road network; and/or 2) within the urbanizedarea
boundaryand metropolitan planningarea(MPA)in order to be eligible for federalfunds;and 3) includec
in the ARTMTP,TIPandthe applicableState TIP.Thefunctional classificationmap Figure2 (on page13)
shows the eligible roads in the ARTS area.

Purpose of the TIP

The TIPis a multi-yearintermodal programthat servesasthe link between planningfor transportation
system infrastructure needs, financing and capital improvement programming, and project
implementation.The ARTS IPcoversa

four-year period for the Georgia

portion of the MPO study area and a

seven-yeaperiod for SouthCarolina.The TIPis updated as neededwith input from the generalpubilic,
the ARTSMPO committees, GDOT,SCDOTFederal Highway Administration (FHWA),Federal Transit
Administration (FTA),EnvironmentalProtection Agency(EPA)and other MPO stakeholders.The TIPis



adopted by the ARTSPolicy Committee and then approved by the governorsof Georgiaand South
CarolinaProjects in the ARTS TIP are then included in the Georgia and South Carolina State TIPs.

The ARTSTIPincludesall transportation projectsfor highways,roads, bridges,Intelligent Transportation
System(ITS)and traffic signals bicycleand pedestrianfacilities, public transit, and freight. It includesall

identified phasesof a project proposedfor financingwith federalfunds.Whethera projectis scheduledo

be completedin one yearor phasedover severalyears,it mustadvanceto the TIPin order to be eligible
for federalfunding. Themostrecentfederaltransportationlawsaffecting ART &re the Moving Aheadfor

Progressin the 21st CenturyAct (MAP-21),enactedon July 6, 2012, and the FixingAmericag Surface
Transportation Act (FAST Act), enacted on December 4, 2015.

Thefollowinginformationisincludedin the TIPfor eachproject: description,estimatedtotal cost,amount
of federal funds allocated for each program year, proposed sources of funding, and responsible
implementingagencies.Fundingfor road and bridge projectsis allocatedfor one or more of the five
major phasesof such projects: scoping,preliminary engineering,right-of-way acquisition,construction,
and utilities. A project is removed from the TIP once it advances to the construction phase.



While the MTPis a long-rangeplanningeffort, the TIPfunctionsasan approachingmplementationplan.
The MPOE one-yearwork programis describedin the Unified PlanningWork Program(UPWP)which
includesan overviewof the ART $lanningprocessspecificwork elementsfor the Fiscalyear (Julyl tJune
30), and developmentscheduleof the TIP.The MTPmust be financiallyconstrainedbasedon projected
revenue. The TIP must be financially constrainedfor each program year. The TIP financial plan must
demonstrate that the identified projects can be implemented using current and expected revenue
sources Projectsthat are authorizedor obligatedare those that havebeencompletedconstructionor in
the processof being completed. The obligatedamount is confirmed and the sourceof the projectsare
included within the Projects Authorized or Undgonstruction section on page 132

Performance-basedlanning is the application of performance management principles within the
planning processesto achieve goals and performance outcomes for the ARTSarea, including its
multimodal transportation system. The performance-basednodel includesphasessuchas 1) Plan and
Strategiz¢, 2) Prograrn, and 3) Monitor and Evaluate Thesephaseswithin performance-baseglanning
shaped the goals for the MTP and identified a course of action delineated within development of the TIP.

When projects are added to the MTP and TIP, they are prioritized based on ARTSMTP goals and
objectives,area-wideneeds,and safety and securitybenefits. Criteriausedto establisharea-wideneeds
includes a project ginclusionin the MTP.,its compatibilitywith other localandregionalplans,the projectf
readinessand the availabilityof funds.In additionto areatwide needs,considerationis givento projects
that demonstratesafety and securitybenefitsto one or more user groups(e.g., motorists, pedestrians
bicyclists, transit users, and freight carriers). The ARTS MTP goals are as follows:

Transportationprojects deriving from an adopted short-term and/or functional area plan t such as
Congestion Management Process Plan (CMPP), Transit Development Plan (TDP), Comprehensive
OperationalAnalysi: (COA, RegionaBicycleand PedestrianPlan,AdvancedTraffic ManagementSystem
(ATMSMaster Plan, Traffic Safety- CrashAnalysisReport,and specialcorridor studies t canbe addedto
the MTP and TIP as funding becomes available.

Process for Approving the MTP and TIP

The cooperativeprocessfor approvingor amendingthe MTP,and/or and the approval of a new TIP,
involvesART S$taff, MPOcommittees,federaland state partners,and the public. Theprocesss described
below, beginningwith the identification of a project and endingwith its inclusionin the MTPand/or TIP
andthe STIP(TheTimelineand DevelopmentProcess able,a generaloutline of tasksor actionitemsand
time commitments needed to complete the TIP, is located on pages 9 and 10.)

Project Submittal

Sponsorssubmit project information, includingname, location, termini, project description,length, total
costs for each phase, phase years, and sourcesof funding (both federal and local). Sponsorsmust
demonstrate how the project will meet the goals and objectivesidentified in the MTP. Additional



information may be required to assistART S$taff with project evaluation.A project must be includedin
the MTP to be considered for inclusion in the TIP.

Consultation and Evaluation

ART Sstaff evaluatesthe project to ensureit meetsthe goalsand objectivesof the MTP,identifies the
affected stakeholdersand public, reviews additional information related to the project, analyzesthe
impact on EnvironmentalJustice(EJ)communities,and checksfor consistencywith requirementsfor
federally-funded transportation projects. The project information is also reviewed to ensure
completenessproper phasingocation,andthe inclusionof costestimates. ART S$taff then preparesthe
projectfor inclusionin the nextround of ARTSommittee meetings.The ARTSommitteesare part of the
consultation and evaluation process.

Financial Constraint

Fiscalconstraintmust be reaffirmedand documentedas part of a new TIPor MTF and an amendmentto

the MTPand TIP. Projectphasetiming and costsare reviewedfor constraintin the TIPbasedon allocated
federalfunds, and in the MTPbasedon projectionsof federal funding. Localfunding sources,including
forecasts,are basedon localgovernmentcommitment. Localproject sponsorsamust agreeto anincrease
in projected local revenueor shift other project phasesto different yearsif that project doesnot meet
fiscal constraint in the MTP.

Cost estimations and timing of projects should be done through a consistentmethodologythat has
reasonableassumptiongrecommendedo be similarto StateDOTcostestimationtools) andaccountsfor
unanticipated cost increases through the use of contingencies.

Prioritization of Projects

Projectswithin the MTP and TIPare prioritized basedon the goalsand objectivesof the MTP, project

readinessand availablefunding.In SouthCarolinathis processs donethroughthe AikenCountyProject
PrioritizationTool,a rankingcriteriadevelopedby SouthCarolinaART $artnersasa result of the passage
of SouthCarolinalLegislativeAct 114 (2007).Act 114 takesinto considerationat a minimum: 1) financial
viability,includinga life-cycleanalysisof estimatedmaintenanceand repair costsover the expectedlife of

the project; 2) public safety; 3) potential for economicdevelopment;4) traffic volumeand congestion;5)

truck traffic; 6) the pavement quality index; 7) environmental impact; 8) alternative transportation
solutions; and 9) consistency with local land use plans.

Performance-Based|&nning

Theprogrammingof projectswill continueto developaspart of the transportationproject development
processgcreatingmore comprehensivaneasurementsanalysisandvetting of projectsbasedon the goals
and objectivestated above

Committee Review and Approval (FirRound)

The ARTIMPOconsistsof severalcommitteesthat review and approveall amendmentsto the TIP/MTP.
The committees meet on a quarterly schedule,with each committee meeting a month before the
subsequent committee. The role of each committee is described below:



TechnicalCoordinatingCommittee(TCC)t made up of plannersand engineersfrom the two states,the
localgovernmentsin the studyarea,andtwo regionalplanningagenciesThefinal draft information on a
project is presented to the committee for recommended approval to the Citizens Advisory Committee.

CitizensAdvisoryCommittee(CAC t madeup of citizensrepresentingthe jurisdictionsand communitiesin
the study area. The CACprovides local knowledge and citizen input on the projects and makes
recommendations on the same to the Policy Committee.

South CarolinaPolicy Subcommittee t includeslocal elected and appointed officials from the South
Carolina portion of the ARTS area. The committee endorses projects for inclusion in the TIP and MTP.

PolicyCommittee t voting membersinclude elected officials from eachlocal governmentin the study
area, representatives from the GDOT and SCDOTthe Fort Gordon Garrison Commander, and
representativesof providersof publictransportation. The PolicyCommitteeis responsiblefor makingthe
final decision on ARTS planning and programming issues, including amendments to the MTP and TIP.

Public Review

After endorsementof a new TIPor MTF or anamendmen to either, by the ARTSMPOPolicyCommittee,
projects,associatedinancialtables, andthe updatedTIPare preparedfor publicreview. Amendmentgo
the MTP/TIPare subjectto a 21-30-daypublic review period during which the public hasthe opportunity
to provide input through in-person meetings and online submittals through the ARTSwebsite. The
comment period will beginfollowing the first full day after the public notice announcementand expire
after 21 calendar days.

ARTXoordinateswith GDOTand SCDOTWhen the state agenciesare conductingpublic meetingson
transportationprojectsin the TIPand MTP.Whena publicmeetingis held by SCDO1n the ART$lanning
area,the meetingmayservein lieu of a publicreviewmeetingconductedby ARTSSCDOWill notify ART
staff of suchpublic meetingsand use local media and outreach strategiesfor public notification in the
ARTS planning area.

Thepublicis ableto view the new and/or amendmentdocumentsand an interactive project map on the

ARTSwvebsite. Publiccommentscan be submitted online. Publicmeetingsare held at convenient,ADA-
accessibldocations.Displaymaterialsat meetingsinclude the draft amendmentsin the TIP,associated
financialtables showingfiscal constraint,and mapsof the affected projects. More detailed information

regarding participation strategiesand public review requirements can be found in the ARTSPublic
Participation Plan.

The ARTSstaff summarizesthe outreach and meeting process,including all commentsand questions
gatheredfrom the public review. The summaryis includedin the final TIPdocumentand posted on the
website, and a report is presented at the next Policy Committee.

Committee Review and Approval (Second Round)
The ARTScommittees (TCC,CACand South Carolina Policy Subcommittee,as appropriate) review
commentsreceivedduringthe publiccommentperiod. Committeerecommendationsare then forwarded



to the ARTSPolicy Committee, which then adopts the new or revised TIPor MTP, incorporating any
additional public comments.

Additional Opportunities for Public Comment and Notification of Revisions to Final Draft

If changesare made to the draft documentfollowing the initial public comment period, an additional

opportunity for public comment will be scheduled. This includes all changes,both administrative

modificationsand amendments.The public will have the opportunity to view the changeson the ARTS
websiteand the online mappingapplication.ART Staff will acceptcommentsthrough all communication
formats identified in the Public Participation Plan.

Anyrevisionsto the TIPand MTPafter the publicreview processwill be documentedin the publicreview
summarysectionof the TIP,aswell asthrough the AdministrativeModificationand Amendmentprocess
and summarytable. Thesechangeswill alsobe providedto the ARTSommitteesafter the publicreview
meetings.

Adoption by Policy Committee
After publicreview,the PolicyCommitteein a publicmeetingapprovesa resolutionadoptingthe final TIP
The Policy Committee chair signs the resolution.

Publish Final TIP
After adoption, the final TIP document, along with the updated amendments/modificationgable, is
posted on the ARTS website.

Transmittal Form sent to GDOT/SCDOT

Transmittalforms for the approvalof a new TIFMTP and any amendmentare sent to the respective
planning and/or transit offices of GDOTand SCDOTThe form includesa project amendmentletter,

updated project sheet, relevant committee and public review comments,and a link to the updated TIP
and/or MTP document. There are separate official forms for both Georgia and South Carolina.

STIP Approval

Projectsthat are amerded by the ARTSVIPOare addedto the next round of STIPamendmentsfor the
state DOTs.The STIPsare reviewed by FHWAand FTAduring this time period. Finally,the GDOTSTIP
amendments are approved by the GDOT Office of Financial Management and the SCDOTSTIP
amendments are approved by the SCDOT Commission.

PURPOSE

The purposeof this sectionis to addressAugustaTransit'sfinancialcapacityto implementits four year
programof projectslistedin the TransportationimprovementProgram(TIP).Thisis a requirementof FTA
to insurethat the localtransit entity hasthe financialcapacityto carryout the programfor whichfederal
assistance is being requested.

SCOPE

The FTACircularprovidesthat this assessmenaddresstwo specificaspectsof financialcapacity.These
are (1) the financial condition of AT and (2) the financial capacityof AT. Thisassessmenincludesthe
funding sources which support the AT system.

SYSTEM OVERVIEW

The City of Augustapurchasedthe AugustaCoachCompanya privately-ownedcompany,in October of
1973 and began operating its routes and schedules. Later that same year, the City submitted an
applicationto UrbanMassTransitAdministration(UMTA)o purchasetwenty-onenew buses. Thesenew
buseswere usedto replacethe ageold fleet of 1952model busesthat were purchasedrom the Augusta
CoachCompany.The1974modelbusesthat were purchasedo replacethe 1952modelshavealsobeen
replacedunder the transit department'sbus replacementprogram. Currently there are twenty six (26)
transit vehiclesin AT'sfleet. 100 percent of the total fleet is now handicap accessible. Financial
assistance from FTA, Georgia DOT and the City of Augusta was used to purchase these vehicles.

AT operatesits routes from a transfer facility located at 1546 Broad Street, just west of downtown
Augusta.Openedin 1991, the TransferFacilityincludesa large indoor waiting area with benches,an
information desk,restrooms,water fountains, soft drink vendingmachine,and a work areafor AT staff.
Coveredbreezewaydlank either side of building,and eight sawtooth parkingbaysprovide spacefor the
loading and unloading of bus riders. There are also parking spaces for 20 vehicles.

In Januaryl996,the City of Augustaand RichmondCountyconsolidatedo form one governmentandone
entity. Thetotal areapopulationis 200,549and AugustaTransitservesapproximatelyforty-one percent
(41%)of this population.

In January 2011, the Augusta Commissionvoted to explore the possibilities of privatizing the
administrationand operationsof AugustaTransitby sendingout Requestsfor Proposals After several
meetingsand publichearings on May 17,2011, the AugustaCommissiorapprovedand awardedMobility
TransitServicegegisteredin Floridabut operatingout of Tennesse¢he contractto managethe system
Theywere chosenout of the six (6) companiesthat submitted requests.On June7, 2011 the Augusta
Commissiorapprovedthe final contractwith Mobility TransitServicego beginoperatingAugustaTransit
August 1, 2011.

OnJuly6, 2012, PresidentObamasignedinto law a new two-year transportationauthorization,entitled
Moving Aheadfor Progresdn the 21st Century(MAP-21) As a transit systemin an urbanizedareaover
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200,000and operating fewer than 100 buses,AugustaTransitis now eligibleto use up to 75%of the
(Section 530yapportionment for operating expenses.

Activitieseligible under the former JobAccessand ReverseCommute(JARCprogram,which focusedon
providing servicesto low-incomeindividualsto accesgobs, are now eligible under the UrbanizedArea
Formulaprogram. This includesoperating assistancewith a 50 percent local match required for job
accessandreversecommuteactivities. In addition, the urbanizedareaformulafor distributingfundsnow
includes the number of low-income individuals as a factor.

In February2013 the AugustaCommissiorvoted to terminate the contract of Mobility TransitServices
effective July31, 2013.Fivecompaniegespondedto Requestor ProposalsFollowingpresentationsthe
project selectioncommitteerecommende(that McDonaldTransitinc. of Fort Worth, Texase awardeda
three-yearcontrac with three, two yearrenewaloptions. McDonaldTransitinc. beganoperatingAugustze
Transit System August 1, 2013.

OnJuly19, 2016, The Augusta,Commissiorapprovedthe renewalof the McDonaldTransitContractfrom
Augustl, 2016to July31,2018. In 2018 McDonaldTransitchangedts nameto RATHDevUSA Inc.which
was approved by the Augusta Commission for the contract that AugGstargishas with RATP Dev.

On October16, 2019, AugustaTransitannouncedthe releaseof the MyAT applicationfor web, iPhone,
and Android. MyATgivescitizensaccesgo real-time businformation and allowscitizensto planand save
trips. Riderscan plan trips with confidence receivingstep-by-stepdirectionsand mapsthrough a simple
search.Up to the minute bus arrival times are availableon all platforms and by SMStext messageThe
web versionis availableat https://MyAT.AugustaGa.goWwlobile versionsare availablefor free download
in the Apple App Store and the Google Play Store by searéhugysta MyAT.

ATrelocatedon June30, 2020to its new officesand maintenancegaragelocatedat 2844 RegencyBlvd.,
about sixmilesfrom the TransferFacility. Thenew operationsand maintenancefacility wasdesignedfor
forty buses(40) with potential for future expansion.The facility holds 2 buildings (BuildingA & B)
designed for all buses maintenance services, operations and administration functions.

BuildingA hastwo areas.AreaA-Ais dedicatedto maintenancecontainingwork areas,storage,shopand
a chassiswash/gasbay. Area A-Bis dedicatedto supportthe administrativefunctions. It has 20 office
spaceswhich includesmanagementffices,humanresourcesdispatchroom, training room, flex offices
and two large meetingrooms. BuildingB is dedicatedfor the buswashwith a storageroom, lube room,
mechanical/electrical room and a 76 foot wash bay.

OnJuly21, 2020, The AugustaCommissiorapprovedthe last and final renewalfor RATFDev,to operate
the Augusta Transit service from August 1, 2020 to July 31, 2022.
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
